 “Brain hemorrhage” vs.
“cerebrovascular accident” (CVA)

« 2-year wait for CVA
» Neuropsychological exam optional

« NO evaluation for recurrence
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FAA Evaluation (this case)

« No cause for stroke identified
« Family history of stroke

« Cognitive difficulties months later, no
formal assessment or rehabilitation

e NO assessment of risk of recurrence
 No FAA neurologist review

« Alaska Regional Flight Surgeon
(pediatrician) issued unrestricted
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FAA Evaluation (other cases)

e Medical certification review:
—18 similar first-class cases
— None similarly certified

« Additional accident 12/29/2010:
EMS pilot with withessed stroke

—Prior stroke 7/22/2006: no cause,
neurology review, neuropsychology

testing, or risk evaluation
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
